


How to merge data from multiple
blood glucose meters into reports.

To read data from multiple (up to 3) blood
glucose meters, you need to activate this
function. (It only needs to be done once.)
• Click “Settings” at the top of the screen.
• Click “Report Settings”.
• In the “Merge Records” menu select the

three meter symbol and save this change.
• You can now read multiple meters, one after

the other and Accu-Chek Smart Pix will 
combine the meters’ data.

How to combine data from blood
glucose meter and insulin pump
into reports.

For the combined data to make sense, the time
and date settings must be the same on both
devices.
• Download the data from the blood glucose

meter to Accu-Chek Smart Pix.
• Download the data from the insulin pump to

Accu-Chek Smart Pix.
• Once the data transfer from both devices is

completed, you will find the combined
graphs and summary screens in the menu
bar under “Blood Glucose & Insulin”.

Accu-Chek Aviva:
Switch the meter on by keeping both arrow
keys depressed until you see two arrows
flashing alternately in the display.

How to activate data transfer.

Accu-Chek Compact Plus: 
Switch the meter on by keeping the S and
M keys depressed until you see two arrows
in the display.

Accu-Chek D-TRONplus:
Set the pump to "STOP" mode. Press the
menu key 4 times to select "Data Transfer"
function and when "-C--" is displayed
press the check key. "= C = = " will appear
on the display.

Accu-Chek Spirit:
Set the pump to "STOP" mode. Press the
menu key to select "Data Communication"
function and confirm by pressing the 
check key. "Data Transfer" will appear 
on the display.
